VUB Eligibility Requirements
•	Served at least 180 days active duty other than for training  

in the U.S. Armed Forces (waiver available for recently  

discharged combat veterans) or released from active  

duty due to a service-connected disability or a member  

of reserve component and called to active duty for more  

than 30 days.

•	DD-214 discharge other than dishonorable.

•	Placed in developmental level Math and English courses.

•	Other eligibility requirements as defined by the U.S.
